Dostoevsky’s «Writer’s diary» in the South-Slavonic realm:

stages of perception

The article talks about the reaction of Serbian, Croatian and Slovenian
critics to Dostoyevsky’s «Writer’s Diary», starting from most early reviews in
1880-s to those from 1940-es; it represents the chronology of South-Slavonic
translations of «Writer’s Diary», as well as stages and tendencies in its recep-
tion. Despite different evaluations, major Yugoslav critics are united in finding
a religious and philosophical dominant in «Writers Diary» and positioning
a theory of world leading ideas in its center. Main dispute arose about Dos-
toyevsky’s thesis of the growing role of Slavonic Orthodox idea along with
Roman-Catholic idea’s decline. Slovenian and Croatian critics, like F. Grivec
and D. Prohazka, although declaring Dostoyevsky a talented writer, claimed
he was mistaking in his views on Catholicism, West-European values, world
role of Russia and the Slavs. On the other hand, Serbian authors, such as
N. Velimirovi¢ and J. Popovi¢, fully recognized and popularized theoretic con-
clusions of «Writer’s Diary», successfully used them in their analysis of mod-
ern historical events, offering a new development of Dostoyevsky’s theories.

As long as the facts of the biography of Alexander Block referring to the
WWI period are well known the author highlights less evident issues of the
poet’s attitude to the war and demonstrates how dramatically it had changed in
the course of war: starting with «joy» when the war began, hopes that it could
help him resolve his existential conflicts and eventually his readiness to support
Bolsheviks in their aspirations for separate peace. According to the close
friends of A. Block (poets W. Sorgenfrey, V. Pjast, Z. Gippius), this attitude was
determined by the three fixed factors: his perception of war as an element of
nature, the poet’s love for Russia and, paradoxically, his Germanomania.
