Although not the greatest representative of the Silver Age, Veselkova-Kilsh-
tet undoubtedly deserves our close attention. Her oeuvre is not large but even
those few poems and novels, which at her time helped her gain respect and
prominence in the literary circles, now are available only in the librarian ar-
chives: they were not published or reprinted after 1920s. Literary works by
M. G. Veselkova-Kilshtet (novels, plays, poems) are mainly devoted to the
theme of desolate farmsteads and disappearing lifestyle of the nobility.

This work shortly depicts the literary activity of M. G. Veselkova-Kilsh-
tet. Here, for the first time, her autobiography (written in 1927), which is
being preserved now in the Manuscript Section of the Pushkin House, has
been published. These written by hand few sheets of paper — her literary
drafts — not only allow us to trace the sources of her creativity but also they
are a sort of chronicle of those days when St.Petersburgers kept firmly in mind
the patriarchal patterns of nobility farmsteads while the country was suffer-
ing from disorders and crucial changes.
