(From the history of the entertainment culture of St. Petersburg

in 19th century)

The oldest club in Russia, St. Petersburg English, was established March 1,
1770. The most interesting period in the history of this public organization has
to 19th century, when the club was prominent in public life in St. Petersburg.
The members of the club were Russian famous statesmen, scientists, poets and
writers: M. 1. Kutuzov, M. M. Speranski, A. P. Yermolov, A. M. Gorchakov,

V. A. Zhukovsky, and others. They enjoyed visiting the club, where in addition
to an interesting conversation they could always find a party for playing cards,
bowling, billiards, read newspapers and eat a delicious lunch.

His opinions pro-
gressed from being «extremely revolutionary» in his youth (though he never
was a supporter of terrorism) through German-style liberal conservatism to
a kind of «mystical anarchismy. This transition was heavily influenced by his
love to L. Zinovyeva-Annibal and his studies of the cult of Dionysus. The
World War catalyzes Ivanov’s Panslavic values, characteristic for him in his
youth. He hails the February revolution, but despises the coup détat of Octo-
ber, still collaborating though with Bolsheviks. In emigration he becomes
a Catholic, but still holds his Soviet passport. A glance at the evolution of
Vyacheslav Ivanov’s political opinions confirms a view of N. Berdyaev, who
holds that Ivanov always adapted to his milieu and people around him because
of a need of living in harmony with them.
